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4. Sew A and C to B
Sew D and F to E
Sew G and I to H

5. Sew a set block to each side of eight,
3 1/2" x 9" sashes.

6. Join set block/sash units with each of the four
remaining sashes.

7. Sew sash rows to block rows.

8. Outer border:

A. Cut 2 strips, 1 1/2" wide from the cross grain.

B. Cut 2 strips, 1 1/2" wide from the straight grain.

C. Save the remaining fabric for the quilt back.

D. Sew outer border to all four sides.

9. Layer top, batting, and back.

10. Baste, then quilt, then bind.

11. Sign and date the back. Enjoy!

PILLOW FABRIC REQUIREMENTS:
Background — 1 fat quarter or 1/2 yard

Border accent — 1 fat quarter or 1/2 yard

Border compliment — 1 fat quarter or 1/2 yard

Outer edge and back — 3/4 yard

Muslin — 3/4 yard

Batting

PILLOW ASSEMBLY:
Layout is shown in the "Look What You Can Do" section.

Background for Redwork:
1. Cut one, 11" x 15" rectangle.

2. Draw four, 3 1/2" squares on the remaining fabric.

3. Trace a Old World Santas design on the rectangle and a
Heart design in each square.

4. Embroidery the designs.

5. Mist the finished redwork with spray starch. Press and
cut.

Border Strips:
1. Center accent strip:

A. Cut two, 1 1/2" x 15" strips.

B. Cut two, 1 1/2" x 11" strips.

2. Outer strip:

A. Cut four, 1 1/2" x 15" strips.

B. Cut four, 1 1/2" x 11" strips.

3. Sew an outer strip to each side of the center strips.

4. Press the seam allowance toward the center.

Pillow Top:
1. Sew a Heart square to each side of the top and bottom

borders.

2. Sew a border strip to each side of the Old World Santas
block.

3. Sew the Heart / Border rows to the center section.

Outer Edge and Back:
1. Cut four, 1 1/2" strips and sew them around the pillow

top.

2. Cut back the width of the pillow top (when step one is
complete) and 3/4 yard long (27").

3. Cut the back into two sections: one about 9", and the
other about 18".

4. Hem one edge across the width of each section.

5. Sew velcro strips along the hem and set aside.

Layer and Quilting:
1. Layer the pillow front with batting and muslin.

2. Quilt in the ditch around the large rectangle and the
Heart squares. Outline the Old World Santas design.

Embroidery:
1. Embroidery a buttonhole stitch on each side of the

center border.

2. Scallop template:

A. Trace a template for the scallops on freezer paper.

B. Cut the paper along the traced line.
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C. Mark the line with chalk.

D. Remove the paper template and repeat the process
on the other end. The pattern will not meet in the
center, so place the smaller scallop to connect the
lines.

3. Add a lazy daisy stitch and French knots where the
scallops join.

Putting It All Together:
1. Machine baste around the pillow top, 1/2" from the

seam on the outer strip.

2. Trim all layers 1/2" from the basting line.

3. Secure the two back sections together.

4. Lay the back and front right sides together.

5. Sew through all thicknesses on the basting line.

6. Trim (extra backing only).

7. Turn the pillow right side out.

8. Machine stitch in the ditch through all layers on the
seam line (this will make a mock binding).

SET BLOCK CONSTRUCTION:

1. Cut as follows:

A. #1 Red
Cut 32, 2 1/4" squares and 16, 1 1/2" squares.

B. #2 Purple
Cut 16, 2 1/2" squares.

C. #3 Background
Cut 16, 2 1/2" squares and 64, 1 1/2" squares.

TIP: identify the grainline, lay the squares as they are cut
on a rectangular cardboard, straight grain to long side.

2. Lay one, 2 1/2" background square #3, RST, with one,
2 1/2" square #2. Straight grain to cross grain.

3. Mark a diagonal line across the above unit.

4. Sew 1/4" seam on each side of the diagonal line.

5. Mark a diagonal line across the above seam, cut on this
line and between seams.

6. Lay the sewn corners of the two triangles, RST, with a
2 1/4" square of fabric #1.

7. Sew 1/4" seam on each triangle diagonal.

8. Cut, press seam open, and trim to 1 1/2".

9. Join all 1 1/2" squares as shown. Finger press top and
bottom row outward, center row inward.

TIP: lay out the units for two blocks, sew in sequence
from each.

NOTE: This construction method will result in 8 blocks,
the reverse of the other 8 blocks. Place them randomly
or sew double the amount needed and use them to
make some of the suggested projects.
